Junior Dog 1 Abs 0 Ent  

1st Morris and Evans Beanalrem Gwyndu, this young male has an extremely bright 
future ahead of him. He really does have it all there, bar full maturity today. Saying this 
he was so close to top honours, it was a pleasure to judge him. When he first set up in 
the ring, he really filled the eye. Masculine without being course and quality without 
being too fine. He really does possess what I wanted to see today. Well up for bone 
super feet and excellent coat and furnishings. On inspection his head and expression 
have a welcoming appearance. Strong neck leading into excellent shoulder placement 
with sufficient length and return to upper arm. He has a good spring of rib that reaches 
down to the elbow. Short strong loin and lovely hindquaters which are muscled with 
plenty of second thigh. He moves out so well when settled clean coming and going and 
one of the best for foot placement today. On the go around he moves with effortless 
drive and his happy go lucky temperament shines through RDCC. 

Post Graduate Dog 1 Ent 0 Abs 

1st Germanus Makin A Point (Ai), I would like a little more bone and substance on this 
lad, but he does have good breed type. Lovely head and expression and enough 
furnishings to create that wire look. Super coat of correct texture. Good for rib. 
Adequate front and rear assembly but would like more second thigh and a little more 
angulation behind. Moved clean coming and going and ok on the go around.  



Limit Dog 1 Ent 0 Abs 

1st Turnbull’s and Keene’s Glenquin The Colonel at Elegram, I like this boy for a lot of 
reasons as he has super breed type and the best of coats. He is a little short in body for 
me and doesn’t balance so well on the stack. He is such a masculine lad and again 
enough substance to not be overdone and enough quality without being to fine. His 
neck is strong and has the desired length, he has an ok front and adequate length and 
return to upper arm. His hindquaters were excellent and well muscled with just the right 
amount of angulation. Moved well and one with his handler. Has a tendency to be a little 
untidy coming to. Close to top honours today.  

 

Open Dog 5 Ent 1 Abs 

1st Quinn’s Sh Ch Germanus Hotwyr Yindi, This boy is so honest, nothing over done and 
just a balanced dog. He has moments where he could look better but this is more 
handler than dog. Set up he is balanced and has a lovely head, dark eye and super 
expression. He is in his prime right now and deserved to sit top of this class. His front 
construction is very good and hind angulation ok, I would like a little more depth in 
second thigh. His topline is superb and he holds it so well on the move. He is precise 
and clean coming and going and, on the go, around moved with reach and drive. I could 
see this dog doing a good days work with ease. He is actually best viewed on the move 
and he really does relax and you can see all his qualities easily. DCC  

2nd Mccullough’s Sh Ch Kimmax Kiss Ma Blackside at Beechillawn, another upstanding 
male who has lovely substance and strength throughout. He isn’t over done in any way. 
His coat is lovely and he was gleaming today. Set up he really fills the eye and is so 
balanced. On the move today he just didn’t go anywhere for me. He just lacked a bit of 
impulsion. It was very hot and this may have hindered him today. I am sure these 2 
males could easily swap places on different days.

1ST 169 - Beanalren Grapevine (Miss H & Mrs J Vine & Hassell), a rangy girl that is 
going to need some time to finish off. Has it all there and is feminine throughout and 
enough substance to balance her. She has a super head and the kindest expression. 
Clean through the front with good lay of shoulder and excellent length and return of 
upper arm. Appealing body proportions to leg length and good width to second thigh. 
She has lovely feet and short pasterns. Her coat is excellent and when she moves she is 
clean and has the reach and drive needed to propel round the ring. She is a little bum 
high at the moment. 

2ND 150 - Becka Dreams of Little Prince at Germanus (Imp Hun) (Mrs A Geary) a 
different type to 1 and more my type is style. Just not the angles fore and after as one 
and not so effortless on the move today. She is so feminine throughout and has the 
substance and bone to do a good days work. Her coat is excellent. She is balanced set 
up but I would prefer a bit more depth through second thigh. She moved ok with a 
perfect topline.  

3RD 163 - Bora Dreams of Little Prince (Miss H Pickering)

thigh. She is feminine throughout with the substance needed to work. Her bone is 
excellent, and she stands on good feet. I would of liked a little more propulsion on the 
move. 

2ND 162 - Doberway Queen of Hearts (Mrs T & Mr D Parkin) she has a pretty head with 
good furnishings but doesn’t have the angles of 1. Good body proportions to leg length. 
Nice bone and stands on good feet. Moved ok with firm topline.

2ND 148 - Ir Sh Ch Kimmax Who Kares Wins JW (Mr D & Mrs K Donnelly) another nice 
bitch and in super condition and muscle tone. Feminine through out with good bone 
and substance. Correct in body to length proportions. Super harsh coat and nice and 
short in loin.
